Dear Parents, Guardians and Cadets
Re: Welcome to the Navy League of Canada – Juan de Fuca Branch
I write to welcome you and your cadet to the Navy League of Canada – Juan de Fuca Branch. You and your child have joined a vibrant and active youth organization that seeks to develop in young people, citizenship, leadership, fitness, and an awareness of all things nautical. The Navy League of Canada was formed in 1895 and since that time has evolved into a national organization that sponsors roughly 110 Navy League Cadet Corps with over 3,500 Navy League Cadets and, in partnership with the Department of National Defence, sponsors some 225 Sea Cadet Corps and almost 10,000 Sea Cadets across the country. 

This Branch – Your Branch – sponsors both a Navy League Cadet Corps – ADMIRAL FALLS and a Sea Cadet Corps – BEACON HILL. Your Branch is comprised of volunteers from our local community working together to provide the facilities, funding, and support needed for the cadets to learn and enjoy within either the Navy League Cadet program or the Sea Cadet program. As with all volunteer organizations there is a continuing need for assistance from you in order to facilitate the success of the Branch and therefore, the cadets.

Volunteering with the Branch can be a rewarding and positive way to contribute to the success of your cadets. Volunteer opportunities range from active participation on the Board of the Branch to participation in recruiting activities or other single event activities at either the Branch or Corps level. Further opportunities lie in active participation with the Cadet Corps directly as a Civilian Instructor or even as an Officer should you wish to develop your expertise in that area. The time required of you as a volunteer can be relatively minimal and can always be adapted to fit your work and other commitments. However, without your assistance the Cadet Corps’ and the Branch simply cannot succeed in the delivery of this valuable and exciting program.
I encourage you to attend our monthly Branch Meetings, held at the Cadet Hall at 7:00pm on the first Wednesday of each month. This is where the Branch deals with various aspects of the operation and support of the two corps. We welcome your input and frankly, cannot deliver this exceptional program to your cadet without your assistance. One of the prime areas of responsibility of the Branch is the provision of a training facility for the cadets. Additionally, the Branch funds many optional training activities to enhance the success of your cadets. While a large portion of the funds required to support your Cadet come from fundraising activities including Tag Days, Bottle Drives, and other similar events, there is also a modest fee charged by the Branch to each cadet upon enrolment. At present this fee is set at $55.00 per year. These funds are used in the direct support of the activities and equipment used by your cadet in this program and is an essential aspect of supporting the Corps.
The second area of critical importance to the success of our cadet programs is of course recruiting. The best recruiters are you and your cadets. I encourage you to speak with your Corps officers to secure recruiting brochures and information packages to take to your cadet’s schools. Please consider discussing the cadet program and your cadet’s experience in the program with other parents and guardians with a view towards increasing the number of cadets in the two corps. With increasing numbers of cadets in the respective Sea Cadet and Navy League Corps’, the Officers and Instructors will be able to provide an even more active training program to the cadets.
I encourage you to discuss volunteer and recruiting opportunities directly with either the Commanding Officer of ADMIRAL FALLS (Navy League Cadets) or BEACON HILL (Sea Cadets). Additionally, I am always available to you to discuss matters of interest for the Branch or for either Corps.
